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INTERNET MARKETINSBGGER THAN SEARCH

Internet marketing refers to the placement of media in email marketing, social networking websites and search
engines. Internet marketing is relatively inexpensive when compared to the ratio of cost against the reach of the
target audiene. Companies can reach a wide audience for a small fraction of traditional advertising budgets. Most
companies should consider placing their website addresses in the basics of traditional media such as business
cards, letterhead, and in print advertisinglgications.

The nature of the medium allows consumers to research and purchase products and services at their own
convenience. Therefore, businesses have the advantage of appealing to consumers in a medium that can bring
results quickly.

Because exposure, response, and overall efficiency of Internet media are easier to track than traditibnel off
mediar through the use of welanalytics for instance Internet marketing can offer a greater sense of
accountability for advertisers. Marketers and their clients are becoming aware of the need to measure the
collaborative effects of marketing (i.e., how the Internet affectstiore sa¢s) rather than siloing each advertising
medium. The effects of multichannel marketing can be difficult to determine, but are an important part of
ascertaining the value of media campaigns.

OTHER WAYS: TRADINKL MEDIA

Just because "old mediatrategies aren't on the Internet doesn't mean they aren't effective. A mixed media
approach can be very effective.

1. Include Your URL on Stationery, Cards, and Literature. Make sure that all business cards, stationery, brochures,
and literature contain gur company's URL. And see that your printer gets the URL syntax correct.

2. Promote using traditional media. Don't discontinue print advertising that you've found effective. But be sure to
include your URL in any display or classified ads you purch&rselénjournals, newspapers, yellow pages, etc.

View your website as an information adjunct to the ad. Use adtep approach: (1) capture readers' attention

with the ad, (2) then refer them to a URL where they can obtain more information and perhapsaplacder.

Look carefully at small display or classified ads in the back of nartamgigted magazines or trade periodicals.
Sometimes these ads are more targeted, more effective, and less expensive than online advertising. Consider
other traditional media to drive people to your site, such as direct mail, classifieds, post cards, etc. TV can be used
to promote websites, especially in a local market.

3. Develop a Free Service. It's boring to invite people, "Come to our site and learn about our bukinegste
another to say "Use the free kitchen remodeling calculator available exclusively on ouk site.”

OTHER WAYS: EMAIL RKETING

Don't neglect email as an important way to bring people to your website. Just don't spam, that is, don't send bulk
unsolicited emails without permission to people with whom you have no relationship. Many countries have anti
spam laws.

1. Install a "Signature" in yourMail Program to help potential customers get in touch with you. Mestal
programs allow you to degnate a "signature" to appear at the end of each message you send. Limititto 6to 8
lines: Company name, address, phone number, URltgikaddress, and a orghrase description of your unique
business offering.

2. Publish an{ail Newsletter. While it requires a commitment of time, creating a monthigasl publication is

one of the most important promotion techniques. It could be a newsletter ("ezine"), list of tips, industry updates,
or new product inbrmation -- whatever you believe your customers will appreciate. This is a great way to keep in
touch with your prospects, generate trust, develop brand awareness, and build future business. It also helps you
collect email addresses from those who visdur site, but aren't yet ready to make a purchase.

3. Aggressively Ask forNEail Sigrups. If you want to get subscribers to youmail newsletter, you'll need to

work hard at it. Include a subscription form on every page of your website. Promotessgthrough free

whitepapers, ebooks, or other products. If you have a local business, ask customers to sign up foryailtist

to get "special Internet only offers." Also ask other businesspeople when they give you a business card if you can
send thean your email newsletter. While only the-eail address itself is necessary, | always ask for a first name
also, so | can personalize the newsletter and theail subject line with the recipient's name.
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4. Send Transactional and Remindevi&ils. A transational email is sent to an existing customer to initiate,
remind, confirm, or thank the person. Be creative. If you keep careful records, you can-s&il ¢o customers
on their birthday to remind them to return to your site.

Subscription confirmatioe-mails can also mention several popular products. You might remind customers that it
has been three months since their last order and ask if it's time for a refill. Thank you for your purghage ean
offer a coupon to bring your customer back fofuture sale. Use your imagination, but don't pester your
customers. You're there to serve them, not the other way around.

5. Send Offers to Your Visitors and Customers. Your own list of customers and site visitors who have given you
permission to contactitem will be your most productive list. Send special offers, coupon specials, product
updates, etc. They often initiate another visit to your site. If you have a regular newsletter, you can include many
of these in your regular-eailing.

OTHER WAYS: SOCINETWORKING

Our next type of website promotion comes from the mushrooming field of social media, in which people are
encouraged to interact with each other, and respond to each other's blog postings and comments. You should be
aware of four types of sodianedia: (1) blogs, (2) social networking sites, (3) social bookmarking sites, and (4)
forums. Don't be upset if the distinctions between types of social media tend to blur. Social media help promote
your site by sending direct traffic, producing links/tur site, and generating awareness.

or other forums. Don't bother with groups consisting of pure spam. Instead, find groups where a serious dialog is
taking place. Don't use aggressive marketing and overtly plug your product or service. Rather, add twugseatis

in a helpful way and let the "signature" at the end of yoemail message do your marketing for you. People will
gradually get to know and trust you, visit your site, and do business with you.

Also known as a web crawlews a robot crawlers or spiders browse the World Wide Web in a methodical,
automated manner. Creates a copy of all the visited pages for later processing by a search engine, that will index
the downloaded pages to provide fast searches.

Choose targeted keyord phrases related to a site. Place those keywords in strategic positions in the website.
Increase the amount of visitors to a Web site by ranking high in the search results of a search engine. Crawlers find
and index these words. The higher a web siteks in the results of a search, the greater the chance that site will

be visited by a user. It is common practice for Internet users to not click through pages and pages of search results,
so where a site ranks in a search is essential for directing treffec toward the site.

Web search engines work by storing information about many web pages, which they retrieve from the html itself.
These pages are retrieved by a Web crawler (sometimes also known as a spategutomated Web browser

which followsevery link on the site. Exclusions can be made by the use of robots.txt. The contents of each page are
then analyzed to determine how it should be indexed (for example, words are extracted from the titles, headings,

or special fields called meta tags). Batbout web pages are stored in an index database for use in later queries. A
guery can be a single word. The purpose of an index is to allow information to be found as quickly as possible.
Some search engines, such as Google, store all or part of theespage (referred to as a cache) as well as

information about the web pages, whereas others, such as AltaVista, store every word of every page they find. This
cached page always holds the actual search text since it is the one that was actually indéxeah @ very

useful when the content of the current page has been updated and the search terms are no longer in it. This
problem might be considered to be a mild form of linkrot, and Google's handling of it increases usability by
satisfying user expectians that the search terms will be on the returned webpage. This satisfies the principle of
least astonishment since the user normally expects the search terms to be on the returned pages. Increased search
relevance makes these cached pages very usefeh beyond the fact that they may contain data that may no

longer be available elsewhere.

When a user enters a query into a search engine (typically by using key words), the engine examines its index and
provides a listing of beshatching web pages accamg) to its criteria, usually with a short summary containing the
document's title and sometimes parts of the text. The index is built from the information stored with the data and
the method by which the information is indexed. Unfortunately, there isora search engine that allows to

search documents by date. Most search engines support the use of the boolean operators AND, OR and NOT to
further specify the search query. Boolean operators are for literal searches that allow the user to refine and extend
the terms of the search. The engine looks for the words or phrases exactly as entered. Some search engines
provide an advanced feature called proximity search which allows users to define the distance between keywords.
There is also concejitased searchipwhere the research involves using statistical analysis on pages containing

the words or phrases you search for. As well, natural language queries allow the user to type a question in the
same form one would ask it to a human.
